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SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

A CAUTION

To prevent accidental movement of the blade,
always turn the ON/OFF switch to OFF
whenever the snowplow is not in use. The
control indicator light will turn off.

A WARNING

Lower blade when vehicle is parked.
Temperature changes could change hydraulic
pressure, causing the blade to drop
unexpectedly or damaging hydraulic
components. Failure to do this can result in
serious personal injury.

A WARNING

Remove blade assembly before placing vehicle
on hoist.

A WARNING

The driver shall keep bystanders clear of the
blade when it is being raised, lowered, or
angled. Do not stand between the vehicle and
the blade or within 8 feet of a moving blade. A
moving or falling blade could cause personal

injury.

PERSONAL SAFETY

* Do not wear jewelry or a necktie, and secure long
hair.

» Wear safety goggles to protect your eyes from
battery acid, gasoline, dirt, and dust.

» Avoid touching hot surfaces such as the engine,
radiator, hoses, and exhaust pipes.

» Always have a fire extinguisher rated BC handy,
for flammable liquids and electrical fires.

FIRE AND EXPLOSION

A WARNING

Gasoline is highly flammable and gasoline
vapor is explosive. Never smoke while
working on a vehicle. Keep all open flames
away from gasoline tanks and lines. Wipe up

any spilled gasoline immediately.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1.

Remove both the bumper and the bumper
support. Retain the fasteners. If applicable,

remove tow hooks. The tow hooks cannot be used
with the mounts installed. Retain tow hooks and
fasteners for reinstallation if snowplow is removed.

2. Align the sides of the mount between the edges of
the body brackets as shown. Push the mount tight
to the bottom of the frame in the front and rear and
tight to frame front cross member at the rear of the
mount using clamps or a floor jack.
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3. Using the holes in the mount as guides, drill two 6. Take two 3/8" cap screws, and place a 3/8"

17/32" holes into the frame front cross member. washer on each one. On the passenger side,
starting from the inside of the truck frame, insert
the two cap screws through the frame and the two
forward holes in the side of the mount. Place a
3/8" locknut on each cap screw, and hand tighten.

7. Place a 1/2" washer onto a 1/2" bolt with the
longer handle, and insert the bolt into the truck
frame. Pass the bolt out through the hole in the
frame and the rearward hole in the side of the
mount. Place a 1/2" locknut on the bolt, and hand
tighten.

Drill 17/32" holes. 8. Repeat Steps 6 and 7 on the driver side of the
truck.
4. Insert the two 1/2" bolts with the shorter handles
into the frame front cross member, and pass them 9. Tighten all fasteners according to the torque chart.
