4.  Loosen one jack handle and 
slide jack sleeve down below 
jack retainer. Remove jack and 
retighten jack handle. Repeat 
for other jack and store them.

5.  Connect all electrical cables 
from vehicle to snowplow.

1. Make certain both connecting 
pins are fully retracted.

2. Drive vehicle slowly to completely 
insert attachment arms into 
receiver assembly slots.

3. Twist both connecting pins to 
release spring tension, then 
push plow gear toward vehicle 
so connecting pins fully 
engage holes in attachment 
arms.
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3. While pushing plow gear toward 
vehicle to release connecting pin 
tension, pull connecting pin out 
on one side and twist pin handle to 
keep pin retracted. Repeat 
procedure for other connecting 
pin.

4. Disconnect all electrical cables.
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1. Put blade on ground using LOWER/ 
FLOAT on snowplow control. Leave 
control ON and in FLOAT.

2. Attach jacks. Loosen jack handle, 
put jack on ground, and raise jack 
sleeve until fully engaging jack 
retainer. Tighten jack handle. 
Repeat for other jack.

5. Back vehicle away from 
snowplow.

6. See Owner's Manual for proper 
snowplow storage.

VENTILATION

blade, always turn the ON/OFF switch to OFF 
whenever the snowplow is not in use. The 
control indicator light will turn off.

 WARNING
Gasoline is highly fl ammable and gasoline 
vapor is explosive. Never smoke while 
working on vehicle. Keep all open fl ames 
away from gasoline tank and lines. Wipe up 
any spilled gasoline immediately.

 WARNING
Lower blade when vehicle is parked. 
Temperature changes could change 
hydraulic pressure, causing the blade to 
drop unexpectedly or damaging hydraulic 
components. Failure to do this could result in 
serious personal injury.

 WARNING
Remove blade assembly before placing 
vehicle on hoist.

 WARNING
The driver shall keep bystanders clear of the 
blade when it is being raised, lowered or angled. 
Do not stand between the vehicle and the blade 
or within 8 feet of a moving blade. A moving or 
falling blade could cause personal injury.

 WARNING
Keep hands and feet clear of the blade and 
A-frame when mounting or removing the 
snowplow. Moving or falling assemblies could 
cause personal injury.

 WARNING
Do not exceed GVWR or GAWR including the 
blade and ballast. The rating label is found on 
the driver-side vehicle door cornerpost.

Fasteners should be fi nger tight until 
instructed to tighten according to the torque 
chart. Use standard methods and practices 
when attaching snowplow including proper 
personal protective safety equipment.
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4. Push the mount plate tight up against the frame. 
Make sure the stiffener is pressed tight up against 
the frame. Using the holes on the mount plate as a 
guide, drill 17/32" holes through the frame.

5. Insert two 1/2" x 1-1/2" cap screws and 1/2" fl at 
washers into the inside of the truck frame and out 
through the drilled holes. Attach a 1/2" locknut to 
each cap screw and hand tighten.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

NOTE: For easier assembly and installation, vehicle 
and all snowplow components should be on a 
smooth, level, hard surface, such as concrete.

1. Remove the bumper.

2. Remove the tow hooks. Retain the fasteners. Save 
the tow hooks for reinstallation if the mounts are 
removed in the future.

3. Place the passenger-side mount up against the 
frame. Insert a M12 x 35 cap screw up through the 
mount hole, into the truck frame and hand tighten.

Use caution not to pinch, cut or drill through 
any wires or hoses running along the frame 
rails.
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10. Align the four holes in each side of the pushbeam 
with the holes in the mount plates. Choose the set 
of holes that will bring the pushbeam closest to the 
dimension shown below. 

11. Attach the pushbeam to the mounts, using four 
cap screws and locknuts per side. 

12. Fully tighten all fasteners according to the 
torque chart. When the cap screw with handle is 
tightened, make sure that the handle is rotated so 
that it is tight against the frame.

6. Attach the thrust arm to the outside of the mount 
using a cap screw and locknut. Hand tighten the 
fastener. 

7. Rotate the thrust arm up until it hits the truck 
frame. Using the hole in the thrust arm as a guide, 
drill a 17/32" hole through the frame.

8. Attach a washer to the cap screw with handle.
Insert it through the frame and through the rear 
hole. Attach a locknut and hand tighten.

9. Repeat steps 3–8 for the driver's side.

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13. Remove the air dam from the bumper.

14. Modify the plastic bumper insert for placement 
of the electrical connections. Cut the holes in the 
insert large enough for the electrical connector to 
fi t through. One option for the insert modifi cation 
is shown below.

15. Reattach the bumper.

16. Modify the air dam as shown below. Reattach the 
air dam to the bumper.

17. Use cable ties to strap the loose portion of the air 
dam to the pushbeam.

NOTE: After fi ve to ten hours of snowplow usage, 
retorque all mount assembly fasteners.
