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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

NOTE: For easier assembly and installation, vehicle 
and all snowplow components should be on a 
smooth, level, hard surface, such as concrete.

1.	 Remove the loader, snow blower, mower, or any 
other equipment and associated brackets installed to 
the front portion of the vehicle's frame.

2.	 Remove the brush guard, if equipped. Save the 
brush guard and fasteners for re-installation if 
desired.

3.	 Place a 1/2" flat washer on each of four 
1/2" x 2" cap screws and install the internal 
frame bracket using the four fasteners as shown. 
Secure upper cap screws with 1/2" washers and 
1/2" locknuts. Secure lower cap screws with 
1/2" locknuts only. Hand tighten. 

 CAUTION
Read instructions before assembling. 
Fasteners should be finger tight until 
instructed to tighten according to the torque 
chart. Use standard methods and practices 
when attaching snowplow, including proper 
personal protective safety equipment.

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4.	 Place the left-hand side plate assembly against 
the left-hand frame rail of the tractor. Place a 
1/2" flat washer on each of two 1/2" x 2-1/2" cap 
screws. Install the cap screws with washers 
through the forward holes of the side plate. The 
fasteners should protrude through the internal 
frame bracket. Secure with two 1/2" locknuts. 
Hand tighten. 

NOTE: Brush guard can be re-installed over the 
side plate assembly if desired. 

5.	 Install one 1/2" x 2" cap screw through the middle 
hole of the left-hand side plate as shown. Secure 
with a 1/2" washer and 1/2" locknut. Hand tighten. 

6.	 Install one 5/8" x 2" cap screw through the rear 
hole of the side plate. Secure with a 5/8" washer 
and 5/8" locknut. Hand tighten.

7.	 Repeat Steps 3–5 to install the right-hand side 
plate assembly.

8.	 Tighten all fasteners according to the torque chart.

9.	 Install the mount beam using four clevis pins and 
linchpins. 

NOTE: The mount beam must be removed before 
installing the loader.

NOTE: After five to ten hours of snowplow usage, 
retorque all mount assembly fasteners.
